ÅOne year of growth can be defined by a student staying at the same 
sublevel (high 1, mid 1, low 1 etc.) on the test for the next grade.   

ÅMore than one year of growth can be defined as students moving 
up one or more sublevels on the test in the next grade 

Å Less than one year of growth can be defined as the students going 
down one or more sublevels on the test in the next grade.   

Å Students who are not proficient (not at a level 3 or 4 will never

Å This year 62.6% of students in ES had one or more years worth of 
growth in math and 63.4% of MS students had one or more years 
worth of growth in math 8 and 95% of grade 8 students had one or 
more years worth of growth on CC Algebra 1.

Core Learning Standards for English Language Arts/Literacy that are considered partial but 
insufficient for the expectations at this grade. Students performing at Level 2 are considered on 
track to meet current New York high school graduation requirements but are not yet proficient on 
Common Core Learning Standards at this grade. 

 
Å NYS Level 3: Students performing at this level are proficient in standards for their grade. They 

demonstrate knowledge, skills, and practices embodied by the New York State P-12 Common Core 
Learning Standards for English Language Arts/Literacy that are considered sufficient for the 
expectations at this grade. 

 
Å NYS Level 4: Students performing at this level excel in standards for their grade. They demonstrate 

knowledge, skills, and practices embodied by the New York State P-12 Common Core Learning 
Standards for English Language Arts/Literacy that are considered more than sufficient for the 
expectations at this grade.
